Code of Conduct

conduct.

e Breaching the Player Code of Conduct may result in cautions, warnings, or send-offs.

e Additionally, we reserve the right to suspend or immediately remove players and teams from
the competition at our discretion. In this situation, player and team fees will be forfeited —
you will not be entitled to a refund.

Forfeits & Refunds

Teams that register for GEL Netball are committing to the season and season fees. See the full
refund and forfeit terms and conditions via the netball competition rules document.

Overview — Forfeits

e If your team cannot field a team or attend a match, you must notify GEL Competition
Management that your team needs to forfeit.
Teams that forfeit will incur a forfeit fee and is based on notice given:

o More than 21 days’ notice: $99 (match fee)
o Lessthan 21 days’ notice: $148.50
This forfeit fee will be payable prior to the next scheduled game or prior to the end of season

(whichever is sooner).

e An automatic forfeit will apply if a team is not on the court within 10 minutes of the fixtured
start time.

e If a team forfeits without sufficient notification, GESAC’s competition management reserves
the right to remove the team from the competition.
