Forfeits & Refunds

Overview — Forfeits

e If your team cannot field a team or attend a match, you must notify GEL Competition
Management that your team needs to forfeit.

e Teams that forfeit must still pay for the forfeited match, no matter how much notice is
provided.

e The forfeited fee will be added to the following match fee.

e An automatic forfeit will apply if a team is not on the court within 10 minutes of the fixtured
start time.

e If a team forfeits without sufficient notification, GESAC's competition management reserves
the right to remove the team from the competition.
